12 years' experience in the Montgomery County
Public Library System, Keith is ready, willing, and
able to take over the exciting task of reopening the
Kensington Park Library.

During his five years as Community Librarian at
the Little Falls Library in Bethesda, Keith helped to
reopen the library after its renovation and was
instrumental in the creation of the Little Falls
Friends of the Library Chapter. Keith will be
involved in selecting the rest of the staff at
Kensington Park, in addition to his many other
responsibilities before the library opens in October.

The library is looking for volunteers and paid
pages to help with the huge job of re-shelving and
processing books during the latter part of August.
Book shelvers will be paid minimum wage for 12-
hour-a-week positions.
